Flying Bull Primary and Nursery School
Personal, Social, Health and Citizenship Education (PSHCE) Policy
Introduction

The PSHCE programme at Flying Bull Primary and Nursery School is underpinned by the visions, aims and values (VAV) of the school. The VAV were generated by all stakeholders during a Consensus Day in July 2011. So that our pupils can engage fully with learning within a PSHCE context, we refer to it as VAV – a name generated by our pupils. 
We believe that our pupils should be given frequent and regular opportunities to work on feelings and to practise personal and interpersonal skills.  We value and respect the learning that occurs in the community and in home believing that these, alongside school links, are essential to dimensions of health education.  The key principle behind PSHCE is that it reflects the five outcomes of the Every Child Matters Agenda – be healthy, stay safe, enjoy and achieve, make a positive contribution and achieve economic wellbeing. Additionally the PSHCE programme at FBPNS will have the following emphases:- 

· Every pupil is an individual – developing self-awareness, confidence and self-esteem, transferable skills and experiences that prepares them for the wider world   

· Pupils should be encouraged to interact with other pupils –  building social skills through working effectively with others and understanding the needs of others 

· Opportunities should be provided for pupils to interact  with the school, local, national and global community – raising awareness  of individual  responsibilities and reinforcing partnerships 

School Context
Located in an urban area of Portsmouth, FBPNS is larger than average. The proportion of pupils known to be eligible for free school meals is above average. Most pupils are of White British heritage, with few pupils from a range of other backgrounds. The proportion of pupils with special educational needs and/or disabilities is well above average. These pupils have a broad spectrum of needs, including behavioural, emotional and social difficulties, and there are a few pupils with complex needs. We have a resourced provision for pupils with behavioural, emotional and social difficulties within the local authority, located in the school. 

Definitions and terminology:

PSHCE is concerned with the total well being of the individual. It is concerned with:

· Mental, emotional and physical well being of the individual

· The responsibility of the individual towards others and the environment

· The education and understanding of the; mental, physical, emotional, spiritual, environmental, cultural and social influences that shape the community and the interactions of the individual within it

· A holistic model of personal and social development, which encourages the making of healthy choices

Coverage
Our whole school long term overview is related closely to our VAV and is assessed against the Chris Quigley essentials for learning and life – Personal Development. Within our PSHCE programme of learning our pupils are engaged in:

· Health education that involves engaging our pupils in activities that promote their physical well being 

· Citizenship including pupils awareness of their personal safety and processes by which they can seek help and information as well as learning the behaviour expected of them as members of society

· Drug education which involves educating the pupils in the safe handling of medicinal drugs as well as the consequences of misusing substances such as alcohol, tobacco and recreational drugs.  

· Sex and relationships education is defined as the information by which a child is enabled to become more aware of him/herself as a person and understand the process of development and reproduction.  

Assessment, monitoring, evaluation and reviewing:

In KS1 and KS2 the in-house bronze, silver and gold levelled booklets, linked to the Chris Quigley key skills and modelled on the schools’ Bright Sparks booklets, will be at the centre of our PSHCE assessment. Class Teachers are required to monitor these booklets at regular intervals to ensure that pupils are making progress. The PSHCE Leader will monitor the use of the booklets and pupil attainment termly.

In the Foundation Stage staff will assess children’s development against the Early Learning Goals in Personal, Social and Emotional Development and highlight any difficulties children have. Evidence of attainment will be gathered by observation notes, photographs or samples of work of each child and kept in a class file.

Dealing with Sensitive Information and Answering Difficult Questions 

Clear ground rules are developed within classes to help maintain a climate of trust and mutual respect between staff, pupils and visitors and to maintain professional boundaries. Teachers will answer pupil questions appropriately using their professional judgement. There is no expectation that any teacher delivering PSHCE will automatically answer pupil questions, as this may infringe personal boundaries. However, in this instance, pupils will be advised to talk to their parents or carers, another member of staff, or advised as to where they may be able to access information e.g. helplines, websites, leaflets etc. See Confidentiality Policy.
Inclusion

All pupils at FBPNS, regardless of cognitive and physical ability, gender, race or sexual orientation, are equally entitled to take part in an appropriate and continuous study of PSHCE.  We aim to ensure all pupils receive appropriate PSHCE and to match the provision to the particular needs of our pupils, taking specialist advice where necessary.
Special Educational Needs (SEN):
PSHCE should:

· Address pupils’ individual needs

· Increase access to the curriculum

· Enhance learning skills and develop previous knowledge

Staff will carefully monitor the progress of pupils with SEN and respond accordingly. (See Inclusion Policy)

Leadership
The PSHCE Leader oversees whole school planning.  The subject leader will inform the staff about new developments, supporting colleagues with planning and resources and informing the Head of teacher training needs. The subject leader will monitor the curriculum and will report to the Governors on progress with regard to the school’s development, as detailed in the monitoring and evaluation timetable.

Referral and External Support
The school actively co-operates with other agencies, such as the Community Police, Community Health Nurses, Social Services, LA and Drug Agencies to support or deal with substance use and misuse. 
Role of Governors
The Governing Body will be involved with Policy development in the same way as any other matter concerning the direction of the school.
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
